Attach copies of supporting documents such as awards, diplomas, certificates, letter(s) of reference etc.  Some activities that are acceptable are:  Shad Valley, Cadets, Venturer Scouts, Girl Guides, possibly other non-school organized activities.  The activity cannot be part of the requirements for a school course credit.
