 Notice to F.H.S Grads- 2026

FHS takes great pride in organizing activities that you can enjoy as a graduate. It is a time of celebration and 

creating memories. All activities are drug, alcohol, and tobacco free. Be aware of the expectations so you will 

not put yourself in a position that will prevent you from attending your graduation activities. As we prepare for 

the many activities planned to celebrate your achievements, please read the following information.  

  

• Marks: Grade 12 students return to school for report cards-Monday, June 15 at 9:00 am.  Location: FHS 

Please see your homeroom teacher upon arrival. Students failing to graduate will be informed by their 

School Counsellor prior to the date above. Unsuccessful graduates will be refunded 50% of their grad 

fee, which will be completed online through cashless schools.    

  

• Black & Yellow Grad Assembly: Wednesday, June 3 Period 3, 10:00 – 12:15  Location: FHS 

Please wear your black and yellow for this event! Grads will be celebrated with In-House Scholarships, 

Black F. Yellow F Athletic Awards, Club Awards Fine Arts Awards, Student of the Year Awards,  Honors 

and the Valedictory Address. We will be ending this event with a graduating class photo of all 2026 

Grads! A link will be shared with families to watch.  Those who are Black Kat Scholars will be invited to 

a reception prior to the assembly. 

  

• Prom: Tuesday June 16 (6:30 pm -10:00 pm) Location: UNB Student Union Building 

Tickets will be sold through Cashless Schools. Only eligible graduates may purchase tickets for 

themselves and one guest. Guests may be no older than 21 years of age.  If a guest is asked to leave 

due to unexpected behavior, the graduate will be asked to leave as well.  Students will need their photo 

ID.  No bags at Prom except for those needed to carry supplies for health reasons. 

  

Parents are welcome to go to the UNB Student Union Building for the traditional “prom watch” and to 
view the procession from 6:30- 8:00 pm, PARENTS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED IN THE VENUE.   When a 
grad leaves prom, they are not permitted to return.  
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• Safe Grad: Tuesday June 16 – Wednesday, June 17 (11:00 p.m.-6:00 a.m.)   Location: FHS 

Students are to notify their homeroom teacher if they are attending Safe Grad.  Guests are not permitted to 

attend Safe Grad; this is an event for FHS Grads only. Safe Grad will be held at Fredericton High School, with 

several activities planned throughout the night. Food and drinks will be provided.   Students with dietary 

restrictions including gluten free and vegetarian will need to indicate when they register to attend.  We will do 

our best to accommodate.  Students should arrive at the school anytime between 10:30pm and 11:00pm. 

Students must be dropped off by an adult. Vice-Principals will be greeting Grads at the F-WING doors (Off 

Prospect Street entrance by KFC) and we will be conducting bag checks. No outside food or drink will be 

permitted.  If students have signed up for Safe Grad and do not show, the school will be calling home to notify.  

Fredericton City Police may be in attendance throughout the night. Families should decide on morning pick up as 

we wish a safe return home. Students can start to leave at 5:00am. If leaving Safe Grad at any point throughout 

the night, students must notify an administrator at the event, and a parent will be called for transportation.   

 

• Graduation Ceremonies: Thursday, June 18   Location: FHS     Start time: 10:00 am (please arrive no earlier than 

9:40) – Specific Arrival Times for Graduates are listed below.   

Graduation will be a walk-through ceremony event at Fredericton High School and we encourage families to 

invite their guests to join.  We encourage families to carpool to help with parking demands on the day of 

graduation.  Guests with mobility issues will have an alternate route through our school and are asked to use the 

ramp located next to the accessible parking spots at the front of the school.   Gowns are to be picked Tuesday, 

June 9 following the morning assessment. The graduation gown comes with a card with your name on it. 

Graduates will use this card on Graduation Day to announce their names. Students must bring their card with 

them. All maps for parking, etc. are located on our school FHS website (Under Current Students- Graduation 

Information).
